I shall read the passage straight through once. Listen carefully while I read.

I shall then instruct you to look at the questions in English on the text. Three minutes will
be allowed for you to read the questions and make notes. There are two groups of questions.

I shall read the passage again, but this time in two parts. When I have finished reading Part A
(but not before) you will be given five minutes in which to select your answers for the first group of
questions. You must select the BEST answer and shade the corresponding letter on the answer sheet
provided. This procedure will then be repeated for Part B.

I shall then read the passage a third time, straight through, after which you will be allowed
four minutes for final revision.
